OTTAWA, Jan. 17—(C P.)—An attack on the Gow.

“hypocrisy and pretence” that Canada woul&

look after her own defences was coupled by Conservative
Leader Meighen in the Senate today with an earnest plea
for frankness in Canada’s defence policy.

In the address debate Senator Meighen denounced the
Government’s failure to mention the word co-operation™
in announcing its intention to increase its defence estl

mates.

“The leader of the Government knowu we never did
and never can defend ourselves,” the Senator declared
“Why can’t we say so out and out.”

The

While he welcomed the proposed increase in defenoo
appropriations, it could only be effective in eooperation
with defence policies of Great Britain.

“I beg the Govemmen:t. to come
out and t they are constantly
in touch with the British Admir-
alty and War Office, that they are
fiti our defences into the Bri-

efences and that they are
interested in the  securily of
Frrance,” he said.

“Tell us we are not going to
walt to defend dcmocrncy until
three-quarters of our defences are
gone. Let us apply the compulsions
of reasons to these things, as we
do in everyday life.”

“I appreciate his nnxieby a. t.hough
I don't know what toil he went
through that required three weeks
in the Caribbean. What decisions
were made? Did the toil consist of
decoding cablegrams from Great
Britain?

Were Vitally Concerned

“Why the anxiety? No one was
threatening war on Canada. There
was anxiety because the Govern-
ment knew a peril to the power of
England was a peril to us, to the
security of Canada. I don’t won-
der that the Prime Minister was
worried or begrudge him  rest In
the Caribbean but why keep parad-

ing ourselves as capable of de-
fending ourselves? It isn't the
truth. We know it isn't the

uth .

Making frilends with other coun-
tries might be a way of guaran-
teeing against attack from them
but Canada had been  maki
friends with the United States an
Great Britain, from  which there
was no threat of danger.

Senator Meighen said he had
been “appalled” at a recent mont-
real speech by Senator A. K.
Hugesson (Lib. Montreal) intimat-
ing that Canada, as a portion of
the British Empire, would run to
the protection of uncle Sam in
case of danger.

“Drifting Along”

Senator Meighen claimed the
Government had not moved an
inch towards curing unemploy-
ment since coming into power and
it would not cure it the way it was
drifting along. The only cure was
in reduced rnment costs and
a clear road for industry and fin-
ance.

The Senate Conservative Leader
also attacked political interference
in the management of the Canad-
jan National Railways. as exempli-
fied in the announceed construc-
tion of a new terminal at Mont-

tors of Montreal-St.
