CROSS TRAVESTY ON JUSTICE

LONDON, June 10—Rarely in these
days do the British newspapers agree
unanimously on a subject, but they
see eye to eye the Billing case, and
without exception they condemn the
trial as the grossest travesty on jus-
tice, calculated to injure the country
among the allied people, not to men-
tion the unfortunate impression creat-
ed in enemy countries.

Justice Darling's -handling of the
case is criticized sharply in every or
gan of public opinion. Conservatives
Liberals and labor units in protesting
against the indicment of British
statesmen, for such is the effect of
the verdict after the inuendoes.
Maud Allan as Salome is of little
consequence in the world war, but the
impression-that-British-public officiale
are not above grave suspicion is high-
Iy unfortunate. Plans are already be:
ing considered to clear the British
statesmen of the charges growing out
of the trials.

The Billing case wias really a Bol
.sheviki upheaval and' outburst, follow:
ing a long campaign directed at Bri-
ish officials. It is needless to say that
there is not a shred of evidence
against Asquith, Viscont Haldane, Vis-
count Grey or the host of others -in-
volved, but the charge of the pro-
Germanist was made so recklessly
and so freely it was an easy mater
[for Billing to create a suspicious
atmosphere

The \British masses have been fed
with'so many claptrap sensations that
they are ready to accept the wildest
charges without the least considera-
tion of the merits of he case. Certain
sections of the press have been per-
mitted to indulge in sensationalism
and now the harvest is being reaped.
Those who respect the British law
and institutions either hang their
heads in shame or attack the Judge
who allowed the mass of irrevelant
matter to be introduced In tne case.
What is worse. Justice Darling was
acting for the chief justice, in the
absence of Lord Reading.

Americans must understand that
there is not the least justification for
the charges, or a scintilla of evidence
against the British leaders, and that,
18 the Westminister Gazette declares,
“the court has been in a madhouse.”
