INDIAN LACE MAKERS.

Seoret of Their Arts Kept Allye in Oral
Traditions.

The hand-woven, hand-dyed and
/hand-embroidered laces of India are
a revelation of decorative possibili-
ties d to the heart of the ar-
tist, The Hindoo weaver may be il-
literate and stupid to everything
else, but in the matter of lace-mak-
ing he is an expert whose work is
not to be successfully imitated by
any machine-made textile.

A writer, who has been carefully
viewing these laces in all their subtle
coloring, says that ‘‘the eye of the
traided critics finds an individuality
and a soft, blending ‘of colors and
weird designs”in the hand-wrought
fabrics which no machinery can dupli-

cate, .

‘“The: Indian weaver and. dyer lives
where human life and labor are most
superabundant and cheap, and  time
almost valucless. He is an illiterate
man; and all the rules of his art,
all the minutiae of web and woof,

To be-
gin with, the engine is sclected by the
officers of the company, as being the
most perfect and, at the same time,
the one best adapted to the special
journey it has to perform. Then ev-
ery part of it is minutely examined
and cleaned, and every nut and bolt
tested. In addition to this, it is
watched for two or three days—day
and night—so that there may be no
opporéunity of injury coming to it.
Notwithstanding all these precau-
tions, there is always a bare
bility of something going wrong; and
once the ¢rain is on tne move the
driver’s anxiety begins. No amount
of fanifliarity with the work or the
route lessens it, From first to last
the strain endures, and the nerve-
tension is such as no one can de-
scribe. The journey over, then comes
the reaction, and this, our infotmant
says, is terrible—in fact, far more
trying than the deep sense of respon-
sibility experienced durjng the actual
run.

The King, with that kindliness and
thought for every one which has al-
ways distinguished him, never fails
to remember the driver and stoker,
and a sovereign is always despatched
to each of them Zhy his equerry, and
the¢ir names entered in his book.

The present Shah’s father, however
(according to Mr. Lasham), seems to
have been the most lavish with his
money, for on his visit to England
he surprised and delighted Mr. La-
sham by presenting him with twenty
pounds!

Bernard Shaw’s Socialism,

‘‘Socialism for the Upper Classes’
formed the theme of an address de-
livered on behalf of the Potteries
Fund by Mr. G. Bernard Shaw to a
wealthy audience at. Holy Trinity
‘Parish Room, Upper Chelsea.

“‘First acquire an independent in-
come and then practice virtue,’”” Mr.
Shaw quoted approvingly from the
ancient Greeks. One could not, Mr,
Shaw thought, be virtuous or decent
unless one belonged to the upper
classes, because, in order to practice
virtue, health, happiness, and de-
cency one required money, and these
‘things were part of morality.

People often imagined dramatic
situations where a person was forc-
ed to choose between poverty with
virtue and wealth without virtue,
but this was a false antithesis, be-
cause if a person were compelled to
choose between two vices he should
choose the lesser, and in this case he
did not know but what he should
choose the wealth. Consequently so-
ciety was face to face with this pre-
dicament that they could not bé de-
cent, virtuous or happy unless they
had money, and if they had the
money they could not be either.

Take the case of the byrglar. He
obtained what he did in a manner as
right and proper as the means, in
many cases, Whereby the people
from whom he stole had obtained
their wealth. More than that, he was
heroic and clever, and he worked,
and he showed those qualities which
had made the British nation famous,

What he suggested was the estab-
lishment of a minimum income, and
that this might be increased by the
work of the recipient. It was no
good to attempt a social reform by
individual effort, but it could be ob-
tained by social effort.
