Consumer information ser-’
vice points out that ordinary win-
dow shades which have become
shabby and worn can be renewed:
by painting. The surface of the table
on which the painting is done
should be well protected with old
newspapers, because the paint may
go through the shade. The shade
shou’d be laid on the table and as
much dirt and dust as possible
wiped off The paint should be
applied with a brush, preferably
brushing it crosswise. ~Anv good
quality paint can be used, thinned
with as much turpentine as can
be addec: without spoiling its qual-
ity. Before rolling up the shade
it should be thoroughly drv. I is
considered advisable to test this
method of painting on one shade
first because of the varving quali-
tles of different kinds of paint.
