In the debate on the esti some
interssting facts regarding tuberculosis
were discovered. Hon. Premier Pet:rs
quoted from a volume compiled by
a number of learned authorities, from
which he said he had formed the opinion
that the tuberculin test when applied to
cattle was not ailways to be depended on.
He stated that cattle which had reached
under the test had been killed and their
lungsand portions of their bodies ex-
amined, without a trace of the disease
being discovered. The test, the Premier
siid, could not always be depended on.
Dr. Warburton while admitting the value
of the auchorities quoted by the Hon.
Premier sald that he had personal
knowledge of the test being applied the
cattle examined, and the examination
showing only too plainly that the agimals
were diseased. But that does not prove
that the test is infallible. Mr. Mec
Kinnon however quouving from the book
which the Premier had referred to showed
that the test might be depended on in
the majority of cases. All this proved
that the best authorities differed. Hon
Premier Peters read further from this
volume to show that tuberculosis was not
a thing that could be easily prevented, it
prevailed amongst the best herds and the
most carefully looked after stock; in
King Edward's stables the percentage of
animals suflering from tuberculosis was
very large. The Premier maintained that
no alarm should arise over this matter,
the Government was wide awake and
could be trusted to do every possible
thing that could be done Lo drive out the
diseuse.
