The|
favourable results of years of]|
constructive breeding on the basis
of one breed or type of hog—the
bacon type Yorkshire—to the elim-
ination of all other kinds and var-
ieties, has established a superior
typp of registered hreeding hog
which ma) very well be termed
the Prince Edward Island type.”
That this is not mere conjecture
may be gathered from the fact
that orders for breeding hogs are
now caming to the Province from
practically every other Canadian
province, and so keen has the de-
mand become for animals that it
is impossible to satisfy existing
orders,

The excellence of our stock has
developed well merited publicity
and recognition and from presént
indications, splendid opportunity
has opened to Princé Edward Is-
land hog breedérs to capitalize on
the results of a constructive hog
program and firmly establish this
Province as a source of the finest
breeding bacon hogs on the con-
tinent.

Within the present month a
carload of registered boars and
sows left the Province for distri-
bution to various points as far
west as Edmonton, Alberta. At the
same tithe other orders are wait-
ing from across Canada which, if
satisfled. wMl make our present
supply “bone-dry”.

New Breeders

That our producers are alive to
this Interest Is evidenced by the
fact that about thirty new preed-
ers have become established this
year with carefully selected reg-
istered brood sows. These breed-
ers will ultimately qualify through
Advancgd Registry and by care-
fully directed crossihg ,with ap-
proved boars, will exercise an oute
standing influence on the hog in-
terests of the Province.- In the
meantime, new men will graduatly
be added to the list of progressive
swine husbandmen. and this
strong block of kéy breeders, sup-
ported by a generally healthy sen-
timent from the rank and tile of
farm switie growers, as well as by
expert direction and support from
the Departmefits of Agriculture,
should maintalh and even improve
the fine reputation our hog indus-
try now enjoys.

The Boar Bonus Policy initiated
a few years ago by the Provincial
Department of Agriculture con-
tinues to exert a powerful in-
fluence on the quality of our pro-
duct. About 80 boars have been
inspected and graded this year.
The quality of the sires distribut-
ed has been taised as a result of
this service. Boar owners are now
looking for Grade A animals and
the bear situation may be said to
be under complete control regard-
ing quality throughout the whole
Province. The inferior animals
have been elimihated and fine
breeding typeés have in practically
all cases taken their place. The
swine industry generally spouk-
ing appears to have good days
ahead.

Poultry Progress Outstanding

The poultry industry continues
to octupy the spotlight in Provin-
cial farm production. In no other
department has greater progress
heén recorded. Through progres-
slve policies, co-ordinated between
the Provificlal and Federal De-
partments of Agriculture and pro-
ducer and distributor agencies, re-
markable advancément in general

Jall round improvement has taken

place. The problem of disease,

Afticulafly felating to pullorum
nfecton has been resolutély hand-
led until at the present timeé the
Province  leads anada in the
completeness and efficiemcy of its
control. Hatcheties afe undet pro-
vislotis which fequire hatching
eggs from approved flocks whic!

Approximately one huhdred
brooder houses were approved dur-
ing the year. This policy, through
which the owner receives partial
ayment on his brooder stove, ¢on-
inues to be popular. Since its in-
ception in 1038 about 1000 brooder
houses have been constructed, re-
modelled and epproved. This has
had a great influence in the early
raising and development of the
chicken lndun!r;'.

The export of eggs and poultry
has been of a satisfactory nature,
although there 1is need in the
Province for more highly efficient
processing plants for dressed poul-
try., The quantities of eggs going
through the grading statfons dur-
ing the year Jerg somewhat less
than the volunfe of 1945, Feed sup-
plles and other factors may be
credited to the reduction, Sixty
egg grading stations are now in

quite populair demand although
the emphasis generally Is stiil on
the Barred Plymouth Rocks with
New Hampshires rapidly gaining
on the leaders.

It is interesting to note that
since 1929 the laying hen pop-
ulation has increased in the
Province from 895,000 to 690-
000 in 1946. In the same period
the production per hen has
come up from 91 eggs per yeal
to 110, while the estimated to-
tal egg production inh dozens
increased from 2,905,000 to 6.-
371.000. The fact that to the
end of 1945 the number of lay-
Ing hems increased by 78 per
cent, while production more
than doubled is an indication
of an expansion and improve-

ment in the industry. aking
everything together  poultry
development has been sub-

stantlal, stable and spectacular,
and in view of the fact that
the industry has been develop-
ed without the assistance of
special bonus, is a compliment
to the value of this phase of
farm productioh.

Sheep and Lambs

The sheep industry ¥ in a more
or less static condition regardinz
numbers but increased Intérest is
evident in quality. Rail Grading
of lambs has expanded and the
knowledge of defects found on the
rail has directed attenticn to mm-
proved breeding practices.

Arrangements have been
to send carefully selected iams
into the sheem districts and the
demand in this respect has been
keen.

About 40,000 pounds of wool was
marketed co-operatively through
the Sheep Breeders’ Association
during the year,

Potatoes

‘nade

A definite increase in potato
acreage is recorded durin this
year, It is estimated that the area
is in the vicinity of 50,000 as com-
pared with 43.000 tn 1945, A trem-
endous increase in applications lor
certification has been received, the
total seeded for this purpose belpg
over 35000 acres of which 31,875
passed inspection. In 1945 24500
acres passed inspection,

The crop which s now In the
process of harvesting shows evi-
dence of  satisfactory yield. In
sqme sections early varieties were
not up to expectations, while in
other sections these same varieties
produced abundantly, In practicai-
ly all parts of the Province Ilate
varieties such as Mountains and
Sebagoes show evidence of aeavy
production.

It 1s quite obvious that the
Province will have a very con-
siderable surplus of potatoes
for sale this year. In view of
the general prodlction situa-
tion in the potato crop ecross
Canada, however, this should
not create any undue alarm.
With judicious handling and
proper control of what might
be termed “marketing hysteria”
the potato crop under orderly
processes of marketing should
return advantageous receipta.
During the year legislation has

been passed providing for more
strenuous regulations over control
of disegses amd pests. Under the
provisions of the legislation, com-
mittees have been apopinted to
confer with Government Depbart-
ments in relation to protective
measures within the potato indus-
try. The legislation provides for
the deduction of certain amounts
fromi the market pticé recelved by
toducers which s designed to
uMld up a fund from which at
anhy time the necessary disburse-
ments may be made covering the
carrying out of necessary protec-
tion and improvement in the in-
dustry,

This protective movement has
been well received by producers
and all concerned and shows a
commendable spirit within the
industry whlfh s now in a posi-
tion to develop its own policies
with a degree of independence.

Frult Production

The general situation govern'hg
frult productioh has not been faye
ourable. The apple crop is pretty
much of a failure this season. Small
frults were also in short supply.
Strawberries were in keen demand
and considerabla export took place
to mainland pointg leaving the
domestic market scarce of suppl
at all. times. Considerable Interes
has been evidenced during the jyear
in the development of wild fruss
and plans are now under way to
carry on demonsteations in  some
of the cranberry areas of the
Province.

Conferences

A great many important con-
ferences took place within the
Province among provincial grours
ahd with representatives  from
varlous parts of Canada, New
foundland and the Old Country
One of the most important of
these was the special meeting ot
the Canadian Federation of Agri-
culture held in Charlottetown in
September. Representatives from
all provinces in Canada weré in
attendance and received first hand
impressions of some defects as well
as some of the natural assets which
we have in the Province. We can-
not possibly estimate the great
value of this conference. We feel
confident, however. that any sub-
sequent claims which may be made
bn behalf of our agriculture will
receive from the representatives
who visited us very sympathetic
consideration.

One of the more recent import=-
ant meetings was that of the poul-
try producers who listened to a
representative of the British Min-
istry of Food and discussed mat-
ters of international importance.
Possibly the most valuable of
meetings held were those in which
the rank and file of farmers and
farmers’ wives participated through
Study Club technique and provin-
cial organizations. Matters deal§
with at these meetings are mould«
ing agricultural policies and dire
ecting the attention of the aver-
age farm producers to the “aany
problems of production and mer-
keting which farmers of today
have to encounter and solve.

Leoking back over the year wi
may very well feel, even with the
difficulties that have been en-
countered, many of which are yet
to be satisfactorily solved. a deep
sense of gratitude to a beneficent
Providence for the fruitfulness,
happiness and prosperity that have
beeh ours during the present year,
