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A Welcome Tax Guide

- ¥

A work which wi

Il be welcomed by harassed
business men and others: at this time is the
fourth, edition of the Canadian Master Tax
Guide, a comprehensive work interpreting, co-
ordinating and explaining the complicated Do-
minicn tax structure, published by CCH, Canad-
ian - Limited, Montreal.

The income tax is extraordinarily compli-
cated this year because.of the dual Act. Theor-
etically, the old Income War Tax Act sets the
pattern for filing of returns this year, while tha
new Act provides the rules for taxation of in-
come received after January 1, 1949. However,
neither Act of itsalf tells a complete story, for
1948 or. for 1949 because the new Act in some
instances affects transactions completed before
It came into force, such as the carrying backward
and forward of business losses, three-year exemp-
tion of co-operatives, lump sum payments made
on account of loss of office or retirement, etc.
On the other hand, the old Act still affects some
transactions which will only be completed after
the new Act is effective.

Briefly the “Guide” brings the two current
income tax Acts into focus. It gives, a simple,
factual statement of conclusions combining the
laws with related regulations, directives and le-
gal decisions, for popular use, with heavy cita-
tions included for professional use. :

. Confusion Worse Gonfounded

As a result of “passing the buck” to the
courts on the margarine question, the Federal
Government now finds itself on the horns of a
worse dilemma. In the words of the Ottawa Jour~
nal, it is in the positicn of a big buyer of butter
and it is quite within the realm of possibility
that by the end of June the Government will be
the owner of millicns of pounds of butter, in
which it will have invested millions of dollars.

The Journal notes that as a result of the
Supreme Ccurt decision on margarine, and the
reluctarce of most provinces to tcke any action
"till a Privy Council aopeal is setiled, the but-
ter market in Canada is in a state of confusion
worse confounded. That confusion may  well
spread to other sections of the dairy indusrr;f:

Ordinarily at this time of year therz is a
sticng demand for butter from the wholesale
ard retail trode. But with a potential cutput of
120 millien psurds of margarine in sight, and
no regulations over price or quantity buyars are
reluctant to teke a chance on the market. With
no demand; priced have dropped sherply. When
the big butter croduction season starts in May
ond June, a time when the make is considerably
greater than current demand, there is likely to
be chaos in the industry unless the whole situa-
ticn is clarified. About two to three hundred
thousand Caoradion dairymen are directly affest-
ed. -

As a rasult of price support legislation the,

. Government is<bound to step in when butter

prices at the wholesale level reach 58 cents a

pound. They have reached that rock-bottom fig-

- ure and the Government is bound to take

all butter vffereds By May or June, when praduc-

~ tion may reach 50 millicn pounds a month, it is

easy to see that huge sums of money may be in-
volved.

There is a possibility that 58 cent butter,
even supported by Government buying, may prove
so unatiractive to formers that the make will
not be forthcomina. At that price milk will only
return about $2.40 a hundred pounds to the
farmer, as compared to higher prices for milk
going into cheese or concentrated products and
around $4 for milk going into the whole milk

. trode. As it takes about three average cows to
‘produce 100 pounds of milk daily it can be seen
“ that $2.40 would not be a very attractive price

In tabling in Paerliament his report entitled,
"Private and Public Investment in Canada—Out-
lsck 1949,” Mr. Howe indicates that public ‘and
privata investment intentions call for 1949 capi-
tal expenditures of $3.3- billion, as against the
$3 billion spent in 1948.

Private outlay on capital goods covering
cxpenditures related to privately-owned business,
institutions and housing is esimated at $2.4 bil-
lion, 3 per cent higher than in 1948, Correspond-
ing public Sutlay is expect®d to reach $921 mil-
lion, or 21 per cent above the previous year. Most
of this increase is due to expansion of publicly
owned utilities and to greater outlay for housing
and for institutions.

A certain political importance is
given to the elections in the
French “cantons” on Sunday the
20th and 27th of March, Yet these
eléctions constitute the type of
political elections devoid of all
party significance.
For what is their object? They
are wmeant to elect “general coun-
cillors” who arp representatives in
this lesser territorial ‘unit, the
“canton”, on the “general coun-
cil”, which deals with the admin-
istration of the larger territorial
unit called the “department”,
There are in France proper 90
“departiments”, therefore 99 ‘“‘gen-
eral councils” and more than 3.000
cantons — each ‘electing a “gen-
eral councillor”,
The law. provides that the ‘‘gen-
eral councillors” are elected for a
term of six years, half of their
numbers to he re-elected every
three years. Voting will therefore
take place in every “department”
but for each ot these in only one
half of the “cantons.” The City of
Paris constitutes arp exception, the
law providing that the municipal
councillors of the City are at the
same time members of the ‘“gen-
eral council” of the “departrment”
of Seine, in which the City is sit-
uated. .
Before the war, in view of the
laws, the methods, the atmosphere
of the third Republic, the elections
i the cantons provided -very lit-
tle excitement; the number of the

candidates was relatively  small.
the electoral meetings were
sparsely attended, the controver-

sies <were generally limited to mat-
ters of local interest at the polls;
the nunber of abstainers  was
high.

Will it be the same under the
Fourth Republlc? No doubt the
Constitution of 1946 contains pro-
visions that ,did not exist in the
Constitution of 1875, -

The powers of the “genera)
councils” in the departments have
besn increased, while these of the
Prefect. that official represenia.
tive of the Government in the de-
partment, have been  curtailed,
Article 87 of the new Constitution
specifies  that ' the departments
“are freely administered by coun-
cils elected by universal suffrage”
and that their presidents “put in-
lo exscution” the decisions made,
Article £6 assigns (o the Prefects
the task of coordinasing the act-
lvities of the state officias, of
representing the interest of the
nation, of supervising the admin.
istration of the department,
Although under those provisions
the President of the  General
Council has wider powers than his
predecessor before the war, and he
would seem to exercise more pres-
tige than formerly, it is doubtful
whether the voters will Aake much
