In U. S. Senate

(Canadian Press)

WASHINGTON, May 23—In a
vote regarded as deciding against
general tariff revision in the rev-|
enue bill, the United States Senate
tonight rejected the first of the
500 amendments by Senator Tyd-
ings, Democrat, Maryland.

The amendment, calling for a 50
percent reduction in the duty on
aluminum, was defeated 48 to 24.

A second Tydings amendment to
cut the tariff on sulphate and pot-
assium aluminum was swept aside
45 to 23.

There was no dchate on the
proposition as the Senate started
to work out the Marylander's threat
for general tariff revision.
