greatest solemnity, On the Druids’ fes-
tival day a grand procession, ' leading
two white oxen, moved to the mystic
grove. There the oxen were fastened
to the oak by their horns, and a white
robed priest climbed into the leafless
branches and cut the bunches of mis-
tletoe with a golden knife, The oxen
were then sacrificed and religious serv-
ices performed, after which the pro-
cession returned to the temple in the
forest and the mistletoe was deposited
in the Druidical areanum. .

Besides taking its place in the reli-
gious observances of the Druids, the

istletoe, which the priests gave a
name meaning *“‘all healing,” was made
into many curious decoctions by proc-
esses in which times and seasons and
incantations were supposed to add to
its mysterious powers. These medi-
cines were regarded as cures for human
ills generally, whether of mind or body.

With the advance of civilization and
the death of supferstition mistletoe has
lost its religious character, but not its
popularity, and the forésts of England
and of our, own southern states are as
eagerly frequented by mistletoe gath-
erers as ever were the dark woods of
the ancient Druids.
