he European Larch, We have a
native larch which we call a juni-
er: it bears a cone, but casts s
eaves in the fall instead of re-
maining evergreen. The Buropfnn
tree, sometimes called the, English
Larch, has a larger cone and long-
er leaves of tender green. In Aut-
umn the leaves turn a pretty yel-
low, before falling. I have ‘one
tree raised from seed and now
about 10 feet high. (One year a
rabbit ate off all the branches it
could reach; it must prove ac-
ceptable browse for these animals,)
I went to look at my larch the oth~
er day and saw that it was laden
with immature ‘cones. These were
little rose-pink balls, half sp irch
in diameter, rsely  sprinkled
with short white filaments. As
they were plentiful, the tree .ook-
ed as if laden with pink flowers.

but on a winter's night with horse
and sleigh, the miles slipped by.
Looking along the avenue (or

ten got a glimpse of the aurora
ﬂarlns in the northern sky, and a
little further on, the declivity, rrd-
dened by the glare, gleamed like
the descent to Dante’s Infernol

That avenue yielded som& note-
worthy botanical specimens. The
Morel (Morchella conica) grew :n
the shade of the spruce; in Eng-
land it is said‘to be the best of the
edible fungi but is rather scarce.
Growing on a decayed log pnot far
away, I found the beautiiuf Coral
Hydnum, (H. coralloides) also
edible; this is the only time I have
come across it. Closely appressed
to the ground but in parasitic con-
nection with the spruce roots, was
the fungus Rhyzina inflata, look~
ing something Jike a dirty ieather
disc. At the mouth of the “tunnel”
I discovered the Pale Corydalis
(C. sempervirens), rather rare in
this locality, but deserving of a
place in the garden, It has oretty
pink end yellow flowers and
glaucous foliage.
