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Beyond ‘the _Alps lies Italy— be-|
yond graduation‘and the grabbing of |
the ol’ diploma lies—what?

It's been a long time—in'fact away
back in the '70's—since. the first col-
legian grabbed his diploma and raced
from the old graduation hall looking
for a job as a baseball player. Jimmy
Ryan, the famous flelder for Holy
Cross, back in those early days of
the game, seems to have the distinc-
tion of being that first college pro-
duct. Jimmy made tracks for Chi-
cago, where he enrolled under Pop
Anson to 'go on in the big leagues
right ‘after being graduated from
college.

Rumors still persist at this late day
that' Anson, himself, was a collegian
and that he attended Notre Dame
when South Bend was only a wide
place in the road, but the chroniclers
of baseball'and the historians of the
college have never seemed to be able
to settle that Anson mystery.

Ryan's example was not followed
'by many ' college men for several
generations, but gradually the oppor-
tunity to make a gooq living out of
baseball in their first few years out
of college served to attract the rah-
rahs to the game. Today the rosters
of the big leagues are pretty well clut-

tered up with the names of fellows
who have attended college. Some of
them have diplomas—some haven't.
Bach, American League team boasts
of at least three college men among
its outstanding players and, while
the boys who are supposed to wear
raccoon coats in the off-season are
not as plentiful in the National Lea-
gue, there are enough to get together
and gave three rousing cheers and a
“Tiger” in case of necessity.

Tom Zachary, tha Yankee twirler,
may have forgotten his college yell,
but he is still flinging 'em across the
pan. Tom hails from Guilford (N.C.)
College. And, speaking of the Yan-
I kees, Huggins probably has as many
Icollege players on his championship
team as any manager in either lea-
gue. That list is going to be well
augmented this season if a number of
prospects make the grade instead of
geing back to fhe sticks,

Mickey (Gordon) Cochrane is one
of the outstanding college players on
Connie Mack's Athletic payrall. Coch-
rane, it will be recalled, came from
Bosten College and, Philadelphia, has
never regretted th- Mickey decided
to take up base: r a living. Ed-
die Collins, from ..nbia, aids Con-
nie Mack on tl.: bench and Oscar
Orwoll, one of the young sensations
et Philadelphia, hails from Luther

College, at Decorah, Towa,

“Young Ed Walsh, of the Chicago
White Sox, is one of those who took
up baseball in a professional way af-
ter his graduation from Notre Dame
last year. In view of the fact that
Young Ed is a son of the famous Ed,
it was natural to expect this move on
the part of the hoy. This kid has
made good, which often isn't the case
when a youngster has an illustrious
father to follow. The Pale Hose have
other collegians in Bib Falk, U. of
Texas, and Tey Lyons of Baylor
University.

Frankie Frisch, the Fordham I"luh
is probably one of the most famous
of the colleglans who have made
good in the big leagues, Of last year's
crop of college men the outstanding
star was possibly Larry Bettencourt,
with the St. Louls Browns, Larry was
an All-American center at St. Mary's
in California and made good with &
bang in fast company.

There are so many collegians in
the big leagues that it would take
columns to recite pieces about all of
them and every June they are flock-
ing to the ball yards in greater num‘
bers. ;

When he was
16 years of age, he was captured by
Irish pirates, and sold to a herdsman
in Ireland, with whom he remained
six years. He studied religion on the
continent, and in 432 A, D. went back
to Ireland with a commission from the
Pope to convert the country to Ca-
tholicism. In the course of this work,
he was imprisoned at least six times,
and once barely escaped execution.
He carried on until his death in 493.
So well and firmly did he lay t’e
foundation of Christianity in Ireland
that missionaries went - forth from
her to spread the faith in many
