Interesting Exhibit
0f Water Colours
At Harris Gallery

Since Tuesday there have been
hanging in the Harris Gall some
forty pictures, painted by artists of
British Columbia. The collection
is en.rely made up of water-col-
ors. This medium though
thousands of years ago fell into
disrepute by European artists and
until’ the beginning of the present
century was for years thought of
as a gentle, futile pastime
which dainty unintelligent ladies
might dabble. No serious artist
man or woman would condescend
to use it for any thing more than
a quick sketch which he might
later use as notes for an ofl
painting.

Of recent years water-colors have
again come into their own. Our
most serious artists treat water
colors with respect and have dis-
covered that ey can not be sur-
passed to express certain themes.

The pictures in the present dis-
play show several of the many

methods which may be used in
water-color painting.

War Issue
To Fore In
South Africa

CAPE TOWN, Jan. 23—(CP) —
The South African Parliament was
called upon tonight to vote on the
war issue all over again when for-
mer Premier General J. B. M
Hertzog, proposed that South Africa
declare itself in favor of peace with
the Nazis and Prime Minister Jan
Smuts moved an amendment that
the nation carry on to defeat Ger-
many and its  “brutal disregard
of international law and human-
ity »

be was the first session of Parlia-
ment since last September, when
on the same  question, General
Smuts defeated General. Hertzog,
ending Hertzog's 15-year term as
Premier.

Both leaders spoke in a tense
atmosphere before crowded galler-
fes.

General Hertzog's resolution
read:—

“This House is of the opinion
that the tim has come for the
state of war against Germany to
be ended and peace be restored.”

Governmert supporters were con-
fident that Premier Jan Smuts’
Ctovernment would be unheld, and
that the resolution would be de-
feated

General Hertzog, who was de-
feated by General Smuts on the
war issue, said that continuation
of the conflict would be “proof of
our harbarity and a crime against
all civilized people.”

Prime Minister Smuts said Gen-
eral Hertzog's speech sounded like
a chapter from Adolf Hitler's
“Mein Kampf.” This sally was
greeted with much laughter.

8. Nationalization of railroads

and other transportation facilities
in Central and South China, with
“supervision” of their operation by

9. “Supervision” by Japan of
Chinese customs, which Is expect-
ed to e the chief source of re-
venue for the new government.

10. Permanent Japanese occupa-
tlon of Hainan Island, off the
southern tip of China and opposite
French Indo-China, for purposes
of “national defence” and naval
operations

11. Establishment of the seat of
tle nmew Government at Nanking
with retention of the Nationalist
flag now used by the Chiang Kai-
Shek Regime at Chungking.
