Is conscription to  be the future policy of
Great Britain? It seems highly probable. IZarl
Stanhope in the House of Lords during a de-
bate on the Army said: “I am bound to admit
that under present conditions  of . service  the
voluntary system of enlistment is obviously in
grave danger. The public has not vet the slight-
est realization of this danger, but we must
realize it."Voluntary service is a luxury in any
country and. hke all luxureis, is expensive. To
get voung gen to serve in the army, we have
eithers got to make that service much more at-
tractive or make it a stepping stone o qood,
permanent jobs in civil life .after the terms of
enlistment have expired.

USING OILS AND SOFT PASTES
OR DRYING TREATMENTS IN
ECZEMA

You may recall the saying, “The
most  satisfactory  cpecialty in
medicine is to be a skin specialist,
as the patient never dies and he
never gets better,”. This means no
worry and plenty of work for the
skin, spocialist, ;

The second: “-atifactory” point
for the skin specialist is that as
n ailments are
due to'eczema, he apparently can
be right in the treatment of one
half of all his cases by treating
eczema,

However, it so happens that
while eczema is eczema, all skins
are not alike, and so the skin
specialist has to choose Whether
he will  treat the condition by
means of an ointment or by a dry
method. Dr. P. Mulzer, Leipsig,
stresses that the general condition

Sir,—As it is quite unlikely that
a satisfactory answer will be giv-

en “One of Many” relative to the
Doctor's liquor prescription blanks,
and as I believe the majority of the
people to be in the dark in this re-
gard, I take leave to answer the
question. I rgladly pass along in-
formation that came direct from the
Attorney General’s department,

On the first of each month.the
Doctors are forwarded 50 prescrip-1
tion blanks for beer and light wines,
and 15 for hard liquors. Upon re-
quest for more, they are obtainable.

This matter may be further illus-
trated by revealing the fact that in
the month of April this year a Doc-
tor without a practice led all oth-
ers in writing liquor prescriptions,
having issued 124.

If I remember correctly 62 Doc-

month, It seemed as though
Doctors with the largest practice is-

out on the rurface of the skin—it
gets held back by the oily cint-
ment or pas‘e. This causes further
irritation and delays healing. In
such patienis a dry treatment-is
advisable. Dr. Mulzer uses chiefly

a zink mixture, which contains
zinc. oxide, talcum, glycerine and
water,

However in the patient in whom
skin and hair are especially dry,
oin‘ment" '‘and scft pastes are the
best remedies for eczema.

In addilion to observing the type
¢f skin-drying pastes or powders to
be used on an oily “pimply” skin;
and ointments and scft pastes on
those with skin and hair especially
dry,—it i also necessary to ob-
serve the general rule regarding
the use of dry preparations. This
rule is that “drying” pastes or
ointments should be used in  in-
flamed but strongly sealing skin
disease: (no oozing or weeping),
but should not be used in weeping

skin disorders in which 1oist
applicaticns are advisable,”
You can thus see why some

remedies may -help eczema in one
individual and cause irritation and
delay in healing in other:. The
treatment depends to a large cx-
tent upon the type of skin of the
individual, whether it is oily and
pimply or whether it is especially
dry.

Keefer, but the actual sculpturing
'and moulding is under the direc-
ition of Mr. Cleo Soucy whose art
is already known to Canadians,
notably -for his skillful conclusion
of the carving in the Memorial
Chamber in the Peace Tower.

Associated with Mr. Soucy is Mr.
Coeur de Lion MacCarthy, well
known Canadian sculptor, and son
of Mr. Hamilton MacCarthy, whose
work is known to all Ottawa stud-
ents or admirers of statuary.
Their. workshop is down in the
catacombs of Parliament, and they
are aided by a crew of about 10
carvers.

‘To talk with them, in their art-
ists' coats and caps, is a fascinat-
ing experience. But don’t let them
stop work. Half the fa-cination is
in watching them make an ear out
of a piece of moulding clay from
England, and the other half in see-
ing them patch it on the grotesque
head of some grinning gargoyle
that is shortly to look down in
stone upon Canada's elder ‘states-
men from a lofty perch.

Already they have carved six
large canopies on the Senate walls,
many gargoyle, two delicate her-
aldic designs over the main door,
a great deal of “boss” work, numer-
ous shields and crests. Then, too,
they have carved the heads of
Wolfe, Montcalm, Champlain and
other national figures. These will
eavesdrop on the Senate di-cuss-
ions.

Then there are 20 pillars in the
Senate lobby which will each Lear
the head of some stateman ' who
has played an illustrious role in
Canada's history, On the two
pillars immedately in front of the
Chamber entrance are to be carved
the heads of the late King George
and King Edward VIII. Mr. Mac-
Carthy moulded the head of King
George, which is already placed,
and Mr. Soucy carved it from the
ctone base. It is hoped to have
King Edward’s head placed before
the next session.

While watching Mr. Soucy and
Mr. MacCarthy, we got a general
idea of how it is done. The artist
moulds the form of his subject in
soft English clay from a photograph
beside him. Once done this mould
is put into a plaster cast and in
¢ short time the cast is set. The
cast is then placed near the stone
slab to be carved and mused as a
‘model, measurements being taken
and traced on the stone surface.
Then the carver goes to work and
the finiched piece is fashioned with
chisel and hammer. All work in
the building has been done by
hand, rather than by the auto-
matic  stone-working  machines
used on less delicate works.

Mr, Soucy can create the most
hideous pre-historic creature in
clay within a day, and the carving
can be done in another day. But
for a King's head he likes to take
three or four days in fashioning
the expression and features, and
another four days to carve it on
the stone.
