GIVE RUGS OR CARPETS
A GOOD SHAMPOO

How the sun shows upo the tell-
tale marks on the rug or carpet
and makes the patdern we thought
so clear look dull and unattractive
Now is the time to give the car-
pet a shampoo. It will look ali
the better for it, just as your hair
does. First go over it with a brush
or vacuum cleaner, then rub over a
soapy lather carpet soap, adding a
little ammonia to the suds. Re-
move all traces of soap with a
damp cloth, using several changes
of water, then finally rub with a
dry cloth.
ANOTHER WAY

Or you can clean the carpet
by sorinkling it liberally with com-
mon salt. Leave this on for an
hour, then brush off, and rub the
carpet over with a cloth dipped
in hot water, adding to this a
lump of ammonia.

Ink marks should be removed at
onc2, but if you come across any
which have been left to dry, ap-
ply salt and lemon juice. Leave
for one hour, then brush off and
rub with a cloth dipped in am-
monia,

Greasemarks may be removed by
overing them with a paste made
by mixing together some fuller’s

Gooseberries Canned
Use %-lb. sugar to 1 lb, ripe
gooseberries; let the fruit stand two
to three hours covered with the
sugar in the preserving vessel, then
bring slowly to the boiling point.
Fill into jars and cool.

Green Gooseberries Canned
Fill the jars with green fruit,
shaking it well down; fill the jars
with water that has been boiled and
allowed to get perfectly cold; “seal
wrap each jar in paper and set in
cool place.

Gooseberry Jelly
Take well grown fruif, but not
quite ripe, cover with water and
boil until they are soft; straln the
juice, and to each pint of juice al-
jow 1 1b. of sugar. Proceed as for
other jellies.
