“Steam packs open pores, clean
out the pimple, and promote the
flow of oil. Their use followed by
compresses of a salt solution — 2
ounces of salt to a quart of water
—dries the skin, closes the wide
open pores, and improves texture
of the skin.”

In regard to food, the fat foods
are usually cut down—cream, but-
ter, goose, duck, cheese, chocolate,
cocoa, nuts and fried foods.

A helpful suggestion is that
combing the hgir should be done
before washing the face as the
dandruff organism can aggravate

acne.

Practically all skin__specialists
advise the use of the Xray as the
“hest all round agent for com-
pleting the treatment of acne. In
correct dosage. the Xray does not
produce wrinkling, scarring, or
wasting of the skin.”
