Prime Minister MacKenzie Klng
sald today in the House of Comm-
ong that his government proposes
to stay in power until the war is
won, unless it is prevented from
properly carrying on the business
of government,

said he could noe say what the
situation might next year
when the statu'.ory life of the gov-
ernment expires, but unless there
are “strong reasons” to the con-
trary he would wish to see no exe
tension of the parliamentary term.
