FALL RENOVATION OF LAWN
(Experimental Farms News)
There is still time to do a con-

siderable amount of work to im-

prove the appearance of poor

lawns, says J. H. Boyce, Division
of Forage Plants, Central Experi-
mental Farm, Ottawa.

The best time, however, for
seeding lawns in Eastern Ontario
is during the last two weeks in
August and the first two weeks
in September. There is a good
chance of success from seedings
made between September 15th and
October 1st. Plantings made later
thon October 1st rarely succeed.
