1000 SOLDIERS KILLED
IN BOMBARDMENT

LONDON, Oct. 25.—The bombard-
ment of Dedeaghatch caused the death
of ten civilians and over a thousand
soldiers, and there also were a large
number of goldiers wounded, says a
despatch to the Exchange Telegraph
Company from Athens,

A large portion of the military
cagualties, the correspondent adds,
were in the barracks which housed
the 40th Bulgarian regiment. The
barracks was crowded with soldiers,
who were preparing for their meal
when the bombardment was opened
at one o'clock with accurately aimed
shells, which demolished the barracks,
burying the occupants in the ruins.
PETROGRAD, Oct. 24.—The Russian
naval department has issued the fol-
lowing communication:—

“On the afternoon of October 21 a
squadron of British and French war-
ships, and the Russian cruiser Askold,
bombarded the Bulgarian coast,
directing their fire on observation
posts for batteries that had recently
been erected, and the port of Dedeag-
hatch.  Their fire appears to have
caused great destruction in the am-
munition stores, military magazines
and other buildings. The station and
railway bridge were also hombarded,
The enemy did not reply.

“On the same day a doitachment of
the Allied fleet, led - by!the Asgkold,
bombarded. the military establish-
ments at Porto Lagos.”

FORMER ISLANDER
DROWNED IN NS

DIGBY, N. S., Oct. 24.—Guide Bev-
erly Cornwall, Byron “Roney and Ger-
ald Merkel returned from Grand Lake
at 9 o'clock to-night and report the
finding of the bodies of James A, Mac-
Neill and his son, Frank, who werc
supposed to.'have been drowned while
moose - hunting from : the upturned
canoe found Friday. The body of the
father was found at. 2 o'clock  this
afternoon floating fifty yards from the
South shore and near the head of
Grand Lake. That of his son was
found fifteen minutes later on the op-
posite side of the lake, a half mile
away. Frank had his shoes off and
overcoat on. His father was com-
pleted clothed, with sweater and
boots, but had no coats on.

In the father’s vest pocket was a
small amount of paper money, and a
piece of white paper on which was
written in a bold hand, “Notice this
down cellar back of eld boiler.” On
the other side of this paper was a list
of the stores purchased for the trip.
The bodies were lifted up on the bank
of Grand Lake and covered over with
brush. Coroner Daley and Undertak-
er Rice have been notified, also the
grief-stricken widow and family,

The bodies .will probably
Digby to-morrow night.

James A. MacNeill and his son,
Frank, left Digby October 7, on a
moose hunting trip. = Beverly Corn-
wall, licensed guide, accompanied by
Byron Roney and G. Merkel, left Dig-
by Friday morning to search for them.
They returned Saturday morning and
reported that at Grand Lake they
found a tanoe bottom up and beating
to pieces on the shore. A paddle, a
short distance away, and under the
canoe, Frank’s military bottle; also a
@rinking cup.

James A, MacNeill, who was about
56 years of age, moved to Digby sev-
enteen years ago, and had since car-
ried on a tailoring business in this
town. His son Frank, aged nineteen
years, was a volunteer for overseas
service and had recently received a
medical discharge at Valcartier. Be-
sides Mrs. MacNeill, Mr. MacNeill’s
family consists of two sons, Arthur,
in Saskatoon; Lesle, of Digby, and
two daughters, Mrs. G. L. Lleming, of
Hensonville, N. Y., and Meta, at home,
Mr. MacNeill was a member of Sea
view Court of the Canadian Order of
Foresters, and was at one time a mem-
ber of the Masonic Ordér of Oddfel
lows. The event has* cast a great
shadow over the entire community.
It is the first Digby county hunting
fatality recorded for many years.
