STRANGE STORY OF A MILLET
(London Mail)

It was announced a few days agc
that a picture by Jean Francois
Millet had been discovered by an inn-
keeper of the campagna in a second-
hand dealer’'s shop in Rome and
bought by him. The discovery has
caused no surprise among Millet au-
thorities, since the picture ‘is one
that was lost sight of some year:
ago, but is well known. Its history
is interesting. A little while before
he painted the famous ‘‘Angelus”
(1859), Millet, already famous by his
“‘Gleaners,’’ received a command fron;
Pope . Pius IX. to paint an Immacu-
‘late Conception for his state rail-
way car.. The picture was used very
little, since the Pope did not ‘trave
beyond the, Vatican boundaries, and
nobody thought about it until 1905,
when it was proposed to show it at
the WMilan exhibition on the occa-
sion of the opening of the Simplon
tunnel. A search was made for it,
but it could nowhere be found, and,
though it seems increditible, it is
supposed that the car was broken up
and sold by people unauthorized and
ignerant of its true character. Sdct
at least is the current explanation
of the newly discovered Millet. The
problem whether the present Pope is
the rightful owner has not yet bheen
discussed. &
