PEAT DUST FUEL

FOR STEAM RAISING.

That partially dried peat can be
collected as powder at less than
twenty-five cents a ton, by doing the
work on a large scale, is the view
expressed by Dr. J. McWilliam, who
has been experimenting several years
near London, Ont.

The surface of the bog is broken
up with a harrow, the moisture in
the loosened material is quickly re-
duced by sun and wind 'to twenty-
five to fifty per cent., and the drier
portion ig then sucked up as powder
by a sifction fan collector operating
like a .vacuum cleaner.

The harrowing and dust-collecting
may be made to harvest powdered
peat at a single operation, nstead
of the usual digging, stacking, cart-
ing and grinding. Part of the dust
proved a cheap and efficient fuel for
generating steam, but as it was not
all fine enough and grinding was a
troublesomé process, its use was
abandoned for the abundant wood of
the locality.

With a satisfactory ~method -ol
grinding, the experimenter states
that he would return to peat-dust
fuel for steam raising, even where
other fuel is so plentiful.
