OTTAWA, Jan 8 — An Interest-
ing situation concerning church
protocol over the decision to call
a Scottish minister instead of s
Canadian to Knox Presbyterian
Church in Ottawa was revealed
in a statement by Rev. J. M. Rit-
chie, Moderator of the Presbytery.

Mr. Ritchie's statement read in
part:

The report of the recent meeting
of the Ottawa Presbytery of ths
Presbyterian Church in Canada
which sustained the call to Rev.
Colin F. Miller of Bankfoot, Perth-
shire, Scotland, to Knox Presbyter-
fan Church in Ottawa, stated that
the call was sustained ‘without de-

bate or comment.’

“Actually, a complaint had been
presented against the cal] by four
elders of the church on behalf of
& minority group -within Knex
Church congregation.

“That complaint was dismissed
after more than three hours ol
deliberation. The petitioners were
thanked by Presbytery for the
able presentation of their case.”

Mr. Ritchie explained that the
Presbytery meeting at which the
protest was launched was held be-
hind closed doors.

When the report of the meeting
was given to the press it wrongly
stated that the vote on the call
was sustained without debate or
comment.

Mr. Ritchie sald that he “felt It
is my duty as Moderator to correct
that impression in all fairness to
those who made the petition.”

The .difference of opinion with.
in the congregation regarding
choice of a Scottish or Canadian
minister for Knox Church to fil
the vacancy created by the deat
of Dr. Robert Johnston last Octo-
ber, developed after severa] minis-
ters had been heard in the pulpit

Several candidates for the call
were heard by the congregation,”
sald Mr. Ritchie. “Of these the
most popular choice seemed to be
between Mr. Miller and a Canad
fan minister.

“At a largely attended congre-
gational meeting held for the pur-
pose of making the call, Mr. Mil-
ler won out by a substantial mar.
gin.”

There were about 50 members of
the congregation of about 700,
however, who. felt that the most
lucrative positions in the church
were being given to “outsiders” and
who protested the call, convinced
that it should have been given to
a Canadian,

When the Presbytery meeting
was called to sanction the choice
of the congregation, it also was
faced with the petition of the min-
ority group, which though small in
numbers represented a strong sec-
tion of the youth of the congrega
tion.

After three hours of heated dis-
ocussion, Presbytery approved the
cal] to the Scottish minister.
There the matter was officlally
ended and the call was extended
to Mr. Miller.

‘“Exercise Moccasin'’
For P. E. . Signalman

OTTAWA, Jan. 8 — Signalmaa
V. J. LeBlanc Summerside, P. K. L
and 18 other men of the Royal
Canadian Signals and Royal
Canadian Army B8ervice
Corps men are slated for a
cold winter just south of Fort
Churchill, Man., where they will
live for eight weeks in tem
camps of tents and igloos or on
the trail.

In announcing “Exercise Mocca-
sin”, Army Headquarters has re-
vealed that the signalmen will tesh
Service radio equipment and ground
wave ranges in cold weather while
the Royal Canadian. Army Service
Corps will gain valuable exper-
lence in operating tractor trains
for supply. duties.

Two mobile signal stations will
travel in snowmobiles towing sleds
spending 12 days at each teme
porary station they set up. A mas-
ter station will remain in one spos
for the duration of the exercise.
