Lord Kelvin was half a century
in advance of his colleagues when
he contended that a fluid earth
could not spin on its axis. He de-
monstrated with eggs. A bolled egg,

spin with ease, but a raw egg with
its liquid interior refused to spin.
Kelvin further pointed out that if
the earth were liquid, tides generat-
ed by sun and moon would operate
in the body of the planet just as
they do in the oceans. The crust of
the earth would suffer upheavals
and depressions with the revolution
of sun and moon. The earth is not
the toy of the tides. But Michelson
and Gale in one of the most brillant
experiments in modern science, us-
ing 500 feet of pipe entrenched 1mhe
earth and filled with water, have
recently proved the existence of
