new pigmy race as .contained  in re-
ports  which have reached London
from the expedition. The party, un-
der Walter Goodfellow, the noted or-
nithologist, is exploring the largest
unknown. area in the world’s  sur-

face.

The men of the new race were first
seen by Captain C. G. Rawling. The
meeting, says Reuter, ig described as
follows: ‘‘Captain Rawling was mak-
ing a short trip into the mountains.
While proceeding with his Papuans,
the leading man gave a- yell and
dashed ahead. There were visions
of pig, but the quarry turned out .to
be two hillmen, who, after a long

Details

chase  through the jungle, were
caught. They were dreadfully frigh-
tened, but their faces assumed a

more or less calm expression which
their bags and spears had been re-
turned to them, and they were pre-
gsented with some beads. Captain
Rawling then offered them a cigaret,
but nothing would induce them  to
smoke it. Doubtless they thought
it was poisoned. They were nakisd
except for a grass helmet, a bag,and
a tiny strip around the waist. They
were four feet three inches and four
feet six inches in height, respective-
ly. :
y“A few days after, when entering
the hills, Captain Rawling spotted
two more  fording the river below,
and a quarter of a mile away. The
men accompaning the explorer crou-
ched like cats, and taking to the
torrent, gave chase. The river made
too wmuch noise for the hillmen to
hear their pursuers until they were
cut off. The dwarfs fought valiant-
ly, nevertheless, but were at last
dragged to the shore. On being
measured they were found to be four
feet two inches and four feet four
inches, so it looks as if all these

dwarfs similar to those of Central
Africa, but good Jlooking and well
proportioned.’’

One of the explorers says that it is
difficult to make out whether
Papuans are cannibals or not. Heads
of the enemy slain in battle are kept
strung from the ceilings of their
houses, but it is impossible to say
whether the bodies have been de-
voured.

Dr Eric Marshall deseribes a  re-
markable native festival, including a
war dance and pig sacrifice. Two
full-grown boars, on each of which a
man sat astride, were led to an al-
tar, while the women, plastered in
wet mud from head to foot kept up
a tremendous wailing. Amid shout-
ing and - ‘‘tomtoming,’’ the boars
were clubbed to death, The women
then cut the carcasses free, and

wailing loudly in ecstacies of grief.

Afterwards there was innocent
play, the woman and girls, many of
them quite pretty, chasing the men
up to the riverside and into the
water. “This
ceremonies,’’ Doctor Marshall says,
“‘when the women are allowed to
beat the men, the latter not being
permitted to retaliate. The damsels
finally became so bold that they
stormed the camp.” :

RESULT OF ROYAL COMMISSION

LONDON, Aug 26—The Canadian-
West Indies Royal Commission's
recommendation is mainly of a pre-
missive nature.

One question was how far in farm-
ing any reciprocal trade arrange-
ments it might be desirable to deal
with the West Indies collectively, or
whether it might not be = well to
make an application of such arrange-
ment permissive in individual cases,
s0 -that the Colonies not desiring to
adhere at one might have the opin-
ion of doing so at a later date.

The Commissioners found it impos-
sible for them to recommend the ad-
option of  any general scheme em-
bracing all the colonies, and they
consider a Uniform Tariff out of the
question.
