Most of the products Canada is
shipping to Britaln such as wheat, |
bacon, and cheese are priced in
Canadian dollars and the change
will not affect the returns to the
Canadian producer. These pro-
ducts, however, will cost 10 per
cent more in terms of sterling.

As Canada’s loan to Britain s
in terms of Canadian dollars, the
loan will not be “worn out” any
