The proof of this is found in the tens
of thousands of Island-born people
empioyed in the factories of New
England. .

We cannot expect all our young peo-
ple to remain content to work upon
the farm or in catching fish. The
business of clerking and all the pro-
fessions are full. In any case their
varied talents demand varied callings,
a field for their mechanical . sgkill,
chance ' to learn the varied handi-
crafts, to make ready money and to
rise to positions of trust and control.
All such chances are now denied/ them
at home and will be denied until we
create factories of our own.

There is some unfavorable com-
ment in regard to the selection, or
more particuylarly the dJmissions,
made of witnesses to give testimony
before the Royal Commission at its
recent meeting here. i’ery properly
the important industry of Bruce
Stewart & Co. was represented along
with the railway workshops. And,
as elsewhere stated, our industries
are’ all too few. But we have a con-
densed milk factory, a to-
hacco factory, a -soap factory,
a bogt and shoe factory, a tannery
and our merchant tailors coliectively
employ a large number of hands, to
say nothing of the dairying and lob-
ster industries which are of very
large importance and seem not to
have been touched by the inquiry at
all. .

port startling net losses. Along with
these unpleasant faots a decided im-
provement in monetary aflairs is re-
ported, “with the financial situation
now.well under control.

A New York statisticlan has devel- '
oped a plan to save consumers some
millions of dollars every year. After
the manner of other reformers - he
proceeds to demonstrate how we are
being ruined in order that it may be
made clear how we can Le saved
from ruin. Our ruin is being wrought
by the odd half cent. For instance,
we buy three articles at 12§ cents
each, the total being 374 cents and
the seller makes us pay 38 cents. In
this he gains ' and we lose the halt
cent. It is estimated that the aver-
age family loses in this way half a
cent ten times every week, or $2.60
in the year. Perhaps the loss occurs
twenty .times a week on an average,
in which case the loss would be $5.20
a year. There are a million and a
half of families in Canada, and their
loss in this way is anywhere from
$3,900,000 to $7,800,000 a year. The
simple remedy for this ruinous con-
dition. is to have the Government is-
sue a 2} cent coin. Then we can give
exact change and save all these mil-
lions.
