It takes
experience an: a keen eye to iden-
tify the right one.

Once gathered, the moss is tak-
en to adjacent centres, where it is
picked over by hand, every strand
being examined. After this, it is
packed into muslin bags (which
are made in three sizes) and sent
to hospitals throughout the coun-
try. These fllled bags are {tie act-
ual dressing and are placed direct
on the wound. Sphagnum moss
possesses many qualities which are
appreciated by the modern surg-
eon. Being cellular in structure, it
is highly absorbent. It is superior
to cotton wool, for it distributes
fluids through its mass in sponge-
like manner. It can be dried, com-
pressed and sterilized without any
loss of its medicinal propertiss, It
also has healing value due to a
certaln lodine content. The Ger-
mans have long recognized its val-
ue in surgery cases, but the nest
supplies and best quality come
from Scotland. N

The Canadians were at Ypres in the spring
of 1915 when the Germans launched their first
gas attack, and in that period we lost 6,104. In
the Somme campaign of that fall it cost the
Canadians 24,020 men to gain 4,000 yards on a
front of less than two miles.

At Vimy Ridge, i’ April, 1917, we lost a
total of 13477, In August, 1018 we broke
through at Amiens and suffered 11,725 in
killed, wounded and prisoners.

In the great battle at Cambrai, from Sep-
tember 27 to October 1, 1018, Canadians lost
13,652 men. Farlier in the month at Dro-
court-Queant, it cost the Canadian Corps 7,218
men in two days to smash through the Hinden-
burg linc.

Report on inspected slaughterings of live-
stock for October shows a sharp increase over
a year ago in respect of cattle, a substantial gain
in calves, but slight decreases in the number
of hogs and sheep. With all provinces show-
ing increases in cattle—the widest gain Dbeing
in Manitoba where the total was up some 15,000
head—the Dominion total last month attained
132,843 head, or 35.9 per cent more than the year
ago comparison of 97,729 head. Ontario had a
total of 30,153 compared with 29,833, Quebec
and the Maritimes 21,375 against 13,086, Mani-
toba 41,481 compared with 26,122, Saskatche-
wan 11,864 against 6,820, Alberta 19,612 com-
pared with 14,043, and British Columbia 8,358
against 7,825 Calf slaughterings in Canada last
month totalled 51,921 head compared with 44,
013, an increase of 17.9 per cent, with Quebec
and the Maritimes producing the largest quan-
tity as well as showing the widest gain. Hog
slaughterings dropped from 644,668 head a year
ago to 609,072 in October, this year, a decrease
of 5.5 per cent with declines being shown in
Ontario, Manitoba, Saskatchewan and Alberta,
Quebec and the Maritimes had the widest gain,
although total slaughterings were less than the

totals for Ontario and for Alberta.
