All the Legis-
latures complied; all = passed the
necessary statutes and all, save
Prince Edward Island, have ap-
pointed Commissioners who have
met year after year since 1918,
their out-of-pocket expenses being
paid by their respective govern-
ments.

“Prince Edward Island,” said Mr.
Bentley, “stands to gain more from
the activity of these Commission-
ers than any other .province of
Canada. Her laws are in a more
chaotic condition  than can be
found anywhere, Legislation enact-
ed in and since the year 1773, a
period of 165 years, has never been
consolidated. To find what are
the laws of this Province as en-
acted by its Legislature seventy-
five volumes have to be examined.

These comprise some fifteen
thousand pages, and are divided
into some thousands of chapfers.

The task of endeavoring to ascer-
tain what are the statute laws of
this Province is herculean; it is
more, it is impossible. Legislators
themselves may nct realize it, and
possibly some lawyers may not
know, that there are instances of
statutes being repealed which had
