MILES

When Rev. P, 8mith returned to
his parish of Alice Springs recent-
ly after an abhsence of three months
to attend Synod and to obtain a
car for the purpose; of nis work in
his parish he had travelled about
7500 miles. The first 4000 miles
were covered to. attend the Synod
of the Diocese of Carpentaria at
Thursday Island.

About 18 month ago, Mr. Smith
was appointed the first priest in
charge of the parish of ' Alice
Springs a parish which runs north
and south for 52) miles and east
and west for 600 miles giving it an
area of 312000 square miles, or al-
most three times that of Great Bri-
tain and Ireland.
