Advance Units Reach Point

PARIS, June 9—(AP)—The Germans struck with at
Jst 1,800,000 men in a tightening semi-circle about Paris
nd raced tank (panzer) divisions to a region only 35 miles
wrthwest of Paris in a double lightning thrust today as
General Weygand proclaimed the battle of France in its
Yast quarter of an hour.

A double tank column, charging through the French
wst flank, made spectacular dashes into the suburbs of
Rouen and toward Gisors, 35 miles northwest of Paris.

PUSH RENEWED

The Germans’ push in the centre of the front slacken-
i early today from severe setbacks and losses, but later
fheir offensive was going again in full blast around
Soissons, to the northeast of ‘the capital.

A new offensive, spreading the campaign farther east
{o the Argonne Forest, in which the Germans threw 600,
W0 fresh troops and 3,500 more tanks, was reported check-
ol despite German use apparently for the first {ime in this
hattle of a large number of parachute troops.

GOING “ALL oUT”

The Germans were going “all out” with 100 infantry
divisions, or 1,500,000 men. and several more mechanized
divisions now in the assault. -

The French were contesting every foot of ground, and
tounter-attacking on the right flank.

Under these dramatic circumstances
nauds cabinet reviewed the situation tonight for an hour
and a half, but adjourned without issuing a communique.
