Making a hurried journey through
the West, one is impressed with the
immense distances, vast natural re-
sources and the high possibilities of
Canada. In any normal year a great
amount of wealth must .be made and
circulated in the West, as has been
done in the past. This vear, however,
is sub-normal, as all along the belt
of the Western provinces the crops
have been poor; and while in the
north they have been good, yet the
crops will on the whole, be far below
the average and this, with the money
stringency, makes the lookout for the
winter a very hard one indeed. In
the larger centres there are a great
many unemployed and some steps
will need to be taken to stave off
the hardships that must ensue, In
the city of Calgary, where I made my
headquarters, I found many Islanders,
some of whom have done exceedingly
well. Owing to the oil boom most of
the people put in their ready cash an-
ticipating speedy returns but as a re-
sult of the dulness of trade and the
declaration of war on the part of Brit-
ain much of that money is tied up
and no result will be forthcoming
for sometime. Some of the compan-
ies are still boring for oil and every
body in Calgary is satisfied that the
oil is there and that in a short time
investors will be amply repaid. Every-
body in the West while acknowledging
that the immediate outlook is dark
is highly optimistic as to the future.
In respect to the war, the West is
full of enthusiasm, thousands congreg-
ating in the streets of Calgary in
front of the newspaper offices wait-
ing for the latest bulletins, cheering
the successes of the allies and burst-
ing again and again into patriotic
sounds. Hundreds are eager to join
the overseas contingent and have of-
fered themselves for that purpose.
In Calgary alone they could raise a
force of four or five thousand men;
this' enthusiasm i2 characteristic of
all the cities of the West.

SUCCISSFIL MCES.

Montague, the Beautiful, had a re-
cord attend at its 1 horse
race meeting on Monday afternoon.
Weather conditions were good and
special trains were run from Char-
lottetown, Summerside and Souris.
They were simply packed. It is esti-
mated that fully 1,500 persns went by
train, while in the vicinity of 2,500
were conveyed by carriage, making a
total of about four thousand. The
new grandstand was crowded, and if
there had been two more of equal size
they also would have been filled.
There were a refreshment and a din-
ing both, and in the latter department
over one thousand dinners were sery-
ed. The promoters should be able to
declare a good dividend, The races
were highly successful, each class be-
ing well filled with the best horses
in the province, and they would have
been thoroughly enjoyable but for the
endless scoring in the free-forall, in
which there were 17 scores in one
heat and 14 in another. Some of the
horses were so worn by this scoring
that they could not do justice to
themselves in the remaining heats.
Most interest was centred in the free-
for-all in view of the meeting of Dr.
Sharper, the popular trotter, with the
best pacers in the province. Vesta
Boy, the old warrior of the Grand Cir-
cuit, with a record of 2.5%, was re-
turned the winner. He is a very dif-
ficult horse to get started, but once
under way is hard to beat, as his vic-
tory over Frank Patch, 2.6%, at Hal-
ifax two years ago snows. Dr. Sharp-
er won the first heat in the fastest
time of the day. The second heat
was won by Vesta Boy, only inches
separating Vesta, Sharper and Helen
R. The third heat was won by Helen
R., after an extremely close finish with
Vesta Boy, the latter winning the
fourth and fifth heats.

The 2.24 class was interesting by
reason of the presence of four of the
best stallions in the province, namely,
Mayor Todd, Bottom, King Dodds and
George Cresceus. The first heat was
won by Mayor Todd, trotting beanti-
fully throughout, and pulling off the
event by a nice margin in very fast
time, 2,22, over a slow track. The
second heat was won by George Cres-
ceus, Brenton H. being second. The
third heat Mayor Todd won after a
close fight with Orwell Belle. Heats
4 and 5 were won by Cresceus. King
Dodds was drawn in the third heat.

The 2.30 class trot and pace was a
fight between Derby and Ruby D. The
former paced splendidly throughout,
winning in straight heats “with some
to spare.” Ruby D the fast young
pacer owned by Mr. H. C. Hooper,
was a good second; Zealot third and
White Sox, the only trotter in the
group, fourth.

THE INCREASE IN THE PRICE
OF TEA 1S UNWARRANTED.

OTTAWA, Aug. 25.—What are be-
lieved to be unwarranted increases in
the cost of staple foodstuffs since the
outbreak of war have attracted the
attention of the Government. The in-
crease of ten cents in the price of tea
is a case in point. For this increase
there is said to be no just grounds and
the assumption is that it was based
upon a desire to take advantage of the
war situation irrespective of any
change in the wholesale cost of the
product. Such an increase would in-
volve an enormous profit to those in-
terests controlling the tea supply of
Canada. It is probable that this and
similar increases in other lines of
food will be investigated by the Gov-
ernment and a remedy sharply ap-
plied,
