He went to dummy with
a dlamond and returned a spade
in the hope of settjng up the suit,
but his success was highly limit-
ed, and the outcome was a five-
trick, 1400-point penalty.

In the postmortem, South argu-
ed that he had every reason to
feel that the opponents would
make their doubled three-heart
contract, since he himself could
not supply a trick, except perhaps
a diamond ruff. This was more or
less true—it “did look from the
South position as though the op-
ponents would make their con-
tract.

There was no reason to ex-
pect either club or spade support
in the North hand, since North
had bid diamonds ) and doubled
hearts, and therefore a calamity
was clearly brewing for South if
he had to play the hand at a
high level.
