The report generally lookeq for-
ward with hope to the time when
Empire migration can resume its
normal course, but it frankly re-
cognized that with the present sit-
uation and the prices for agricult-
ural produce obtaining, land settle-
ment for the time being on any
large scale is out of the question.

Migrants if they are to live must |

be able to sell what they produce
in order to buy what they need.
“The condition of -the market for
the moment is however such that
even a comparatively slight addit-
ional production misht well bring
the level of prices bolow even their
present unremunerative point, and
thereby bring disaster to a far
larger number of persons than the
settlers themselves,” said the re-
port.

“For these reasons we should re-
gard the encouragement of any con-
slderable scheme of migration at
the present time as out of the
question.”

The report commented “it would
appear to follow tha: the United
Kingdom government can give no
greater or more direct stimulus to
emigration than by assisting  to
create Iner-g-ed markets in this
country or cisewhere for the domin-
fon productr, thereby breaking the
vicious circle whereby low returns
to tite producer and the low pur-
chasing power of this country re-
sult from and are caused by one
another.”

Uncer the best conditions, {he
report held, group sett'ement could
not account for more than 10,000
per  settler, whereas ce't'ement by
“infiltration” had in the past ac-
counted for 150.000 to 200,000 year-
Iy at a cost of $75 per p-rson. The
committee thus generally found
against the groun system.

On deportation. the report ob-
served: “The migrant should in
our opinion he liable to deportation
only within a period, say three
vears, after h's rrrival, and w'thin
that period deportation fhould only
teke place where the settler be-
comes. a public charge for reasons,
