T_his is, your charge: “¥You are
pacing this affair (which is only
a business affair after all, though

agres I assume, as saying the law
could not be looked upon as purely
penal, that it did bind in conscience,
Now, a law that binds in consclence
must be at least a mixed law.
Therefore, you were wrong in say-
ing that the prohihitory law “is on
a much lower level”; you were
wrong in blaming me for taking it
too seriously. Again, you denied that
Prohibition was an attempt to leg-
islabs morality. If it binds in con-
sclence, it must have some e'ements
of a moral law; and if it is a mixed
law, it must purport to legislate
morality. Dr. Ryan's authority con-
demns you for placing the prohibi-
tory law in the same category as
the law against parking cars on the
wrong side of the street. If you are
an honest controversialist, Mr. Pro
Lege, you will respsct the exigen-
cis of consistency and either rep-
udiate Dr. Ryan’s authority, or the
stand you tcok in your first letter.
If you are a common quibbler you
will do what other Prohibition
writers have done—continue writ-
ing under a different name rather
than acknowledge a mistake.

“This is our attitude. Since Pro-
hibition does not prohibit, and never
has prohibited ina satisfactory meas-
ure, we advocate a change. Real-
{zing that drunkeness cannot be
entirely eliminated, we wish, at least
to purge it of the grosser forms of
immorality that accompany cland-
estine drinking.
