Gasoline Revenues

Tt has been intimated by Finance Minister
Ilsley that failing readjustment of Canada’s tax-
ation system as recommended by the Sirois
Commission, drastic micasures may have to be
taken by the Dominion Government in the way
of invading provincial taxation fields. He also
stated that in addition the Dominion might have
to ration gasoline, which would = curtail provin-

cial revenues from car licenses and gasoline

taxes, : i
On this point Premier Pattullo of British

Columbia asked Mr. llsley: “Will my hon.

friend guarantce that there will be no rationing
of gasoline if the report is implemented?”’

Mr. Ilsley: “I did not say that, I said that we
would have to compensate in that event.”

Premier Pattullo: “Where are you going to
get the money "

It is not recorded that Mr. Ilsley made any
reply to this question. Yet it would seem to go
to the root of the matter, If implementation of
the Sirois report was necessary as a wartime
measure (which was Premier King’s excuse for
calling the conference at this time) it was be-
cause of the assurance it held out of financial
stability. Wherein would our stability lie? In the
case of Prince Edward Island, the report says:
“The sources of revenue which would remain
with the Province are peculiarly stable since
they comprise gasoline, automobile and land
taxes, while the two items most subject to fluc-
tuations, viz., public domain revenue and rev-
enue from liqguor control, are of negligible im-
portance as compared with those of other prov-
inces.”

Rationing of gasoline as a war measure would
thus completely upset the Sirois plan so far as
we are concerned, We would be left with only
one “stable” source of revenue, that of land
taxes. How the Dominion Government would be
able to compensate us in that event is now an
academic question, since the conference has
come to nothing; but it would have been in-
teresting to have had Mr. Ilsley elucidate this
point,

A Farmer’s Viewpoint

A farmer writing in the Gazette says: “I
would like to draw your attention to a few
points generally overlooked in the discussion on
the fixing of a maximum butter price. First,
the western fariers are nearly ruined with their
unsaleable record crop of grain, the lower grades
of which are used for mill feeds for Lastern
Canada and United States, Now, here is a
great mystery. The price of mill feeds has risen
steadily for the last {Wo years, Who gets it?
Western farmers can't sell their grain, Eastern
farmers, who have to use this mill feed to sup-
plement home-grown feeds, are to have a maxi-
mum price put on butter—not on mill feed, oh
ro! It is generally well known that Eastern
dairy farmers have had a desperate time trying
to stay on their farms. They have done so be-
cause no one else wants the farms and because
farmers will get along on less than anyone else
to keep their farms. We farmers are willing to
pay extra taxes, we are willing for our boys to
g0 overseas, we are anxious to do our part in
the war—but we do not want to be the goats,
There are many middlemen who will unload
storage butter when the market goes up. There
are powerful grain companies who will pocket
the spread of price in feed—and make a big
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noise as they turn over a fat cheque to this or
that war fund. But our all-powerful govern-
ment could surely, if it had the will, put its heavy
foot down on these lads as well as on the farm-
ers, There could be a limit to the turnover in
storage butter prices, to the spread on mill-feed,
and then the butter price would take care of it-
self, the Western farmers could sell more grain
to the East, to the advantage of both, This' wild
talk of butter being rationed in Canada would
drop. From the farmer’s viewpoint the govern-
ment is sacrificing the farmer to protect the
grain companies and the middlemen.”

In The Mediterranean

The result of last Friday's battle in the Medi-
terranean between British warships and air-
craft of the fleet air arm, on the one hand, and
German dive bombers aided by some Italian
aircraft and surface boats, on the other, is thus
summed up by a Canadian Press writer:
Britain lost a fine cruiser, the four-year-old
9,100-ton Southampton; and the modern air-
craft carrier Illustrious was damaged by bomb
hits or near misses but reached port safely. The
destroyer Gallant was damaged but made port.
The credit side had these important items:—
The British fleet succéssfully pushed a con-
voy of apparently tremendous importance
thruogh the strait Dbetween Sicily and Tunis,
and on to Greece.

The enemy lost at lcast 12 aircraft in the ac-
tual attack; then Sunday night the Royal Air |;
Force visited the base from which the German
dive bombers operate, Catania in Sicily, and de-
stroyed or severely damaged between 30 and 40
aircraft on the ground.

An Italian destroyer was sunk at the scene
of the engagement. The British submarine
Pandora sank two Italian supply boats seeking
to sneak across to Libya to land materials for

the Mediterranean, taking over the task at which
the Italians had hopelessly failed—that of div-
iding the Mediterranean by preventing Britain
