WASHINGTON.— That two vicious
attacks were made by U-boats on the
American transports and convoys
darrying the American expeditionary
force to Kurope was made Known to:

the last contingent of Gen. Pershing’s
forces at a French port. After feli-
citating the American people on the
safe arrival of every fighting man and
every ship, the secretary says in part:

“The transports bearing our troops
were twice attacked by German sub-
marines on the way across. On both
occasions the Uiboats were beaten off
with every appearance of loss. One
wag «certainly stink, and there ig rea-
son to believe that the accurate fire of
our gunners sent others to the bot-
tom.
