TIRANA, May 17 — (AP)—The

| War Ministry announced tonight

that government troops had occu-
pied Argyrokastro and ended a 34-
hour rebellion in the southern
sector of the little kingdom * of
King Zog.

The populace greeted the troops
“with jubilation,” the War Office
said, as the rebels were believed to
have fled into the Macedonian hills
near the Greek border. They will
be ‘pursued, officers asserted.

The government denied that the
rebellion was against King Zog’s
program for liberating the country
including banishment of Moham-
medan veils for women and elim-
ination of *polygamy. ,

Documents taken from prisoners
indicated the insurrection was of
Communist origin, the government
insisted; it was confined to one
sector and ' elsewhere the nation
was calm.
