U. S. Marines And
Japanese In
Dispute

SHANGHAI, Nov. 1 —(Tuesday)
—(AP)—A Chinese spokesman to-
day declared China's army had
driven Japanese forces back from
the south bank of Scochow Creek
despite a relentless Japanese artil-
lery and aerial bombardment at-
}]cr?pting encirclement of Shang-

af.

The spokesman asserted the
Japanese were repulsed in Shang-
hal’s western suburbs by Chinese
armed only with trench mortars
machine guns and rifles in the
face of Japanese artillery.

SHANGHAI, Nov. 2—(Tuesday)—
The Japanese drive to force a pass-
age of Soochow Creek and seize the
western suburbs of Shanghai con-
tinued with intensified fury today.

Chinese fought back desperately
against the advance of Japanese
units which late Monday gained a
foot ng on Soochow Creek’s south-
ern bank at heavy cost to both
sides.

The fighting along the Interna-
ticnal Settlement’s northern and
western fringes, which already had
caused friction with the British de-

fence force, led to a dispute with
United States marines.
Japanese Bluejackets trying to

cross Soochow Creek, using junks
as stepping stones, seized a rice lad-
en junk on the Internat onal Settle-
ment side of the stream where the
Marines were on guard.

Improvised Bridge

The junk, with several others,
eventual y became part of an im-
provised bridge by which the Jap-
anese forced a passage of the creek.

The vigorous protest of the Ma-

J. C. Beaumont, brought an apology
from Admiral Kiyoshi Hasegawa,
commanding the Japanese mwul

'EDMONTON, Nov, 1—The Pro-
| vincial Guaranteed Securities In-
| terest Act, reducing interest pay-
ments 50 per cent on government
guaranteed bonds, was ruled u.tra
vires the Alberta Leg slature today
by My, Justice A. F. Ewing who also
deciared invalid the provincially
Guaranteed Securities Proceedings
Act insofar as it affected the case
before the court.

_His Lordship gave judgment for
$5,430 to the plaintiffs, the Inde-
pendent Order of Foresters of To-
ronto, against the defendants, the
Lethbridge Northern Irrigation Dis-
trict. He also gave the Foresters
authority for a writ of execution to
enforce payment of a previous sim-
ilar judgment for the same amount
| allowed by Mr. Justice W. C. Ives,

The judgment was on an action
heard Oct. 13 last in the Alberta
Supreme Court and tested validity
of two or three acts passed in
April, 1937, to substitute for the or-
iginal interest-cutting legislation of
| August, 1936, which. had been de-
| cared ultra vres by Mr. Justice
Ives c

Through the judgment declaring
the acts ultra vires, Mr. Justice Ew=
ing removed the authority of or-
_ganizations, whose bonds are guar-
\anteed by the government, to pay
the reduced rates and opened the
way for legal action by bondholders
if the full rates are mnot ' paid.
Whether an appeal will be made
has not yel been indicated.

Stating the two acts were part ot
he original act which Mr. Justice
Ives declared:ultra vires in Febru-
ary, 1937, Mr. Justice Ew ng said
the Provincially Guaranteed Se-
curities Proceedings Act if upheld
would have nullified the division ‘of
powers between the Dominion and
provinces as jvovided in the Brit-
ish North America Act by prevent-
ing the courts from ru.'ng on con-
stitutionality of legislation.

Dealing with the provincial guar-
anteed securities interest act, Mr.
Justice Ewing found it similar to
parts of the original act ruled ultra
vires by Mr. Just'ce Ives and he
ruled the new act ultra vires for
the same reason—interference with
Feceral right of dealing with inter-
est rates by contract.
