British ﬂlanners
Preserve Beauty

| 0f Country Homes

LONDON, Aug. 18 —(CP)—How
best to preserve Britain's country
houses of historic gr architectural
Interest is engaging the attention
of the government,

Private owners are runuing a los-
ing race against rising taxation.
Sir Stafford Cripps, chagcellor of
the exchequer, has set up a com-
mittee to study the question. It will
make recommendations for the
maintenance and use of  houses
which might otherwise be thrown
on the commercial market and
their beauty and historic value de-
stroyed.

The big problem {s to preserve
unity between the house and the
grounds in which it stands. This
is upset when the land is divided
into small holdings or the build-
ings allocated to commercial un-
dertakings.

A strong market exists for houses
which can be turned into  hotels
boarding schools, hospitals  or
youth hostels But for the most
part these demands thus far have
been met from among less valuable
propertles.

The Cripps committee will search
for means to keep for the nation
outstanding country houses whose
owners stand in danger of losing
them. Experts believe this is pos-
sible only if the government f{s
prepared to step In with financial
ald on a large and penmanent
scale.

Keep National Monuments

Two agencies at present are act-

works, a government department,
concerns itself mostly with castles,
abbeys, palaces ‘and other historic
buildings which are national monu-
ments but have little  scope for
modern uses.

The National Trusts have spec-
ialized more in taking over build-
ings suitable for occupancy. The
trusts are voluntary  bodies, de-
pending upon public financial sup-
port of their activities.

They try where possible to main-
tain nonmal life in the houses they
take over. Often they subsidize
the owreer, allowing him to continue
to live there providing he allows
the public access to the house and
grounds at appropriate times.
Town councils also have been
active in helping preserve houses
which lie within or near  their
boundaries. Ome recent decision
concerns historic  Hatfield House,
seat of the Marquess of Salisbury
in Hertfordshire, and the old town
of Hatfield.

A new town is being developed
in that area north of London. The
Hertfordshire county planning
committee found that the house
and the old town together formed
one of the finest surviving ex-
amples of a palace and its depend-
ent town. They decided to leave
them undisturbed.
