LONDON, Nov. 28—Tha Aus-
tralian High Commissioner to
London was advised tonight that
legislation = providing numerous
changes in tariffs would be in-
troduced in the Commonwealth
Parliament tomorrow.

The new measure provides for
141 reductions and 28 increases in
the preferential British tariff and
127 reductions and 41 increases on
the general tariff.

Importaht reductions are grant-
ed in the preferential tariff on
British electric light bulbs, glass
ware, paper games, brass wire,
automobile tires, air compressors,
sparkplugs, cement, furniture and
speedometers,

Increases are provided on radio
sets, vacuum cleanars, and bronge
and other articles made of alloys
of non-ferrous metals.
