THE SECRETARY'S REPURT.
Secretary Baer, in h's anuual statis-
tical report. gave the number of sccie-
ties in the United States as 41,222. This
does not include the junior, intermediat -
and cther societies.

So far as we know. Russia is the
only country in the wor.d without its
Christ'an Endeavor Society. England has
4,047 ; Canada. 3,456 : Australii, 2.28%:
Scotland, 535 ; Iadia, 433 ;Wales, 331;
Ireland, 213; Chira, 13¢;; Africa,110.
The list is too long to be reported fully
here and at this time. The tota! en-
rolment from with ~ut tha United States
is 11,775 societies. The increase in
South Afriea,ludia,China, Germany,and
thrcugzhout Great Britain has beea large.
Toe consitution for local Chkristain
Eopdeavor societies bas buen translated
aund printed in thirty-seven different lan
guages.

The total enrolment of world-wide
Christain Endeavor is 54,191 societies
with an individual membership of more
than thres and one-quarter miliiors.
In Enzland the Baptists s and ficetin
Charistian Endeavor ; in Australia the
Wesleyan Methodists; and in Canada
the Methodists.

In the Uuited Stites the Preshyte-
rians lead, with 5, 065 Young People’s
Societies.and 3,109 Junior: the Congre-
gationalists srs next, with 4,165 Young
People's Societies and 2,469 Jun'or;
then follow the Disiples of Christ, with
3,268 Young People’s Socities and 1,483
Junior; the Baptist:, 2,629 Young peo-
ple’s Societies and 1,130 .Junior; the
Methodist Frotestant. 1,095 Young Peo-
ple‘s, and 364 Juniors: the Camberland
Presbyterians, 889 Youog People’s and
