ToroNTO, March 10.—(Special)—
Premier Laurier has notified Mr.
Spehce of the Dominion Alliance that
the vote in favor of prohibition did not
represent such a proportion of the elec-
torate as would justify the introduction

by the government of a prohibitory law.
Only 23 per cent of the electorate

spoke in favor of prohibition.
The Alliance is not satisfied and will

BANGOR, Me., Murch 8—The capital
stock of the Great Northern Paper Com-
pany has been increased from $1,000,-
000 to $4,000,000 and has been taken.
Work on. the compzny’s new paper and
puip mill at Millinockett, Aroostock
county, has already commenced. It
will be the largest mill of the kind in
the world.

The mill will bs supplied directly
from the 250,000 acres of spruce coun-
try already controlied by the company.
These lands lie to the north of the
site. The eompany has a grip on
enough spruce to furnish a fall
supply for more than 30 years of steady
work. Daring the winters of 1899 1900
the company’s lumber crews will cut

of spuce, in order that stock may be at
hand for the beginning of work in the
summer of 1900.
