London Unemployed
Ask For Additional
Coal Allowance for
Winter

LONDON, Sept. 25—Banners in-
scribed with such slogans ag “work-
or maintainance,” and ‘“better” be
fighting than starving” were car-
nied in a procession of fiva thou-
sand unemployed, a mile and a
half in length which marched to the
office of the Westham Board of
Guardians today for the purpose of
asking additional allowances” of
coal during the coming winter
months, Befare the pprocession mov-
ed off the demonstrators were har-
angueid by speakers, which includ-
ed several local communists. More
than 200 mounted police officers
were stationed along the route of
the procession but there was mo
disorder.

After a representative ‘deputa-
tion had to be assured by the board
of the guardians that their demands
would be submitted to the ministry
of health, the demonstrators return-
ed 'to thelr starting point and dis-
persed quiet.y. Before receiving the
