“Deeply as America desires to
keep out of this war, they will find
the necessity laid upon them and
in the last resort they will not let
freedom perish from the earth”
said Gen. Smuts, himself a vet-
eran of the last war and the Boer

war.

“I feel assured that American
intervention is necessary for vic-
tory and for the peace which has
to be shaped thereafter.”

Gen. Smuts said the menace of
Nazi Germany is such a real thing
that he is ‘‘convinced that in the
last resort America will not, as
ndeed she can not afford to stand
out.”

“Under the great and inspiring
leadership of Roosevelt,” the state-
ment said, “she will once more
freely of her own choice dedicate
herself to the greatest of human
causes,

“In the spirit of Abraham Lin-
coln once more she will take her
rightful place among the cham-
pions of a free world against a
slave world.”
