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Evacuation
Plan May Be
Curtailed

LONDON, July 10 — (CP
Cable)— The British Govern-
ment has made no decision yet
on the future of the large-
scale plan to evacuate thou-
sands of children to Canada

and the United States. But
there are indications the plan
will be ourtailed considerably,

Shipping space and the Royal
Navy's lack of spare ships to
provide  adequate convoys are
the big problems but in some
quarters it is being suggested
that Washington should be ap-
proached for permission to
use United States ships.

“The plan has not been drop-
ped but I believe it will be re-
duced considerably in scope,”
an authoritative source declar-
ed tonight,

This source suggested that
while the plan was conceived
on the basis of thousands of
children going overseas, it
might be reduced to a scale of
hundreds leaving this country,
He emphasized the final decis-
fon had not been made by the
government.

(At Ottawa an
official said there would be
keen disappointment through-
out Canada if the plan were
abandoned, “All the machin-
ery is ready here now for the
evacuation,” this official said,
“We just have to turn the
switch and the organization
will start to recelve and care
for these children for the dura-
tinn of the war.”)

If the government scheme
for the children is stopped the
private evacuation of children
will be stopped as well, it was
indicated.

Given Men Of

Way Paved For
Unemployment
Insurance Plan

OTTAWA, July 10 —(CP) —The
actien taken in the British House
of Lords today giving royal assent
to an amendment to the British
North America Act clears the way
for the Dominion Government to
proceed with its unemployment in-
suranze legislation.

! A draft uncenployment insurance
~oill is being prepared by a commit-
tee of the Labor Department head-
ed by Gerald Brown, Assistant
Deputy Minister, which will ke sub-
mitted to the cabinet, It will pro-
bably be next week before the bill
reaches the Commons.

The amendment passed.. by the
British' Parliament transferred the
jurisdiction over unemployment
insurance from the provinces to
the Dominon. All the provinces a-
<7reed to the change and the action
by Westminster was in ccepliance
with a request sent in the form
of an address from the Canadian
Parliament.

In 1935, the government of Prime
Minister Bennett undertcok to pas:
unemployment insurance legislation
under the powers which the B. N.
A. Act gave the Dominion to en-
act legislation if required to ful-
fil treaty obligations.

Tt was contended Canada was
obligated to pass such legislation
under the Versailles Treaty.

The privy council of Great Brit-
afn found the Dominion had ex-
ceeded its jurisdiction in passing
the act known as the Employment
and Social Insurance Act of 1935.
Since then the present government
has consulted with the pr
and finally obtained consent frcen
all the provinces to allow the juris-
diction for umemployment insur-
ance to ba transferred to the Dom-
infon,

Italians

Britain counted a one-sided success
today in the Royal Navy's inter-
mittent engagement of Ttalian
forces in the Mediterranean dure
ing the last two days.

The Admiralty thus summed up
the score:—

One Itallan battleship hit by a
15-inch shell; one TItalian cruiser
hit by an aerial torpedo; no casu-
alties of any kind among the Bri-
tish ships engaged; an Itallan sub-
marine sunk in a Sseparate action
by a British submarine.

The battleship and cruiser were
damaged during yesterday's en-
gagement, which was hardly a
battle because the Italians turned
and ran for heme. This led Ad-
miral Sir Andrew Cunningham,
Commander in Ohlef of the Med-
iterranean fleet, to describe it as
a ‘“disappointing action,” the Ade
miralty said in a statement.

The Admiralty said the Royal
Navy pursued the rtalian force un-
til within the sight of land where
the enemy reached the shelter of
shore defences . The cruiser was
struck during an attack of the
fleet alr arm launched in the hope
of checking the Italian retreat

The statement also told of the
suceessful action of the submarine
Parthian, under Lt Cmdr. M. G.
Rimington, which terpdoed a U—
boat sighted on the surfacs at
close range.

The U-—boat's bow “rose up at
an angle of 70 degrees and fhe
sank stern first,” the statement

1. The Admiraity announced that
waters between the Orkneys and
Iceland, and between Iceland and
Greenland, “are dangerous owing
to mines.”

2. Authoritative British eircles
sald that four Swedich destroyers
purchased from Italy has been in-
tercepted because the British gov-
ernment was “not fully advised as
to arrangements made to ensure
that the vessels would not fall in-
to German hands.”

These circles said the destroyers,
built In Italy, “su’fered from nume
erous defects” when they were tak-
en over by British naval authori-
ties and “certain further detects
developed” when two of the vessels
were beine taken to a British port
in heavv weather,
