James D. McKenna,
Former Mayor Of
Saint- John, Dies

SAINT JOHN, N, B, March 16—
(CP)—~James D. McKenna, former
Mayor of Saint John and widely
known throughout the Maritime
Provinces as a member of ‘the
Transporiation Commission of the
Maritime Board cf Trade died here
this morning.

During the Second World War he
he did valuable work as a director
of Maritime Shipping Limited, a
crown company which administered
the task of allocating merchant
shipping, Mr, McKenna was one of
the ploneers in founding the Can.
adlan Chamber of Ccmmerce and
for scme years served as a vice
president. During the First World
War Mr. McKenna and his first
wife, the late Miss Nellle McGiv-
ern of Saint John, made their
home a cenire of daily hospitality
for the thousands of army officers

sex training camp.

One phase of Mr. McKenna's
career—newspaper work — spanned
a half century as reporter, cor-
respondent, editor and publisher.

Born at Dartmouth, N. 8., he
joined in founding the Atlantic
Weekly there and later became
Press Gallery correspondent at
Ottawa for Halifax newspapers. In
1904 he purchased the Kings Coun-
ty Record, weekly newspaper at
Sussex, N.B.,, and in 1913 the
Maritime Farmer.

In 1023 he became assoclated in
the ownership of the Telegraph-
Journal and the Bvening Times
Globe at Saint John, retaining this
connection for 20 years during
which he was president of the
New Brunswick Publishing Co.
Ltd. In 1948 he disposed of his
interests in thesd newspapers.

At the time of his death, Mr.
McKenna was president of East-
ern Bakeries, Ltd.; a vice-presid-
ent of New Brunswick Broadcast-
ing Co., Ltd.; secretary of the
Maritime Publishing Co.. Ltd.. and
a director of the Maritime Trust
Company, the Marit'me Life As-
surance Company and Connors
Bros., Ltd.

He was a Liberal member of the
New Brunswick Legislature for
Kings County from 1922 to 1025,
severa] times Mayor of Sussex,
Saint John Mayor from 1944 to
1048, chairman of the Transporta-
tion Commission of the Maritime
Board of Trade f{or seven terms,
former president of the Maritime
Board of Trade and former presi-
dent of the Saint John Board of
Trade.

Mr. McKenna is survived by his
second wife, the former Miss Mar-
garet Eleanor Rogers Archibald of
Hopewell Hill, N.B.; three children
of his first marriage, Mrs. Ollve
Salter, on the staff of St. Christ.
