SASKATCHEWAN
WANTS HUDSON
BAY PORT, - TOO.

REGINA, Sask, March 10—Com-
municaticns  between the provincial
government and Ottawa government
continue to pass relative to Saskat-
chewan’s claims to access the Hudson
Bay, and on Saturday Acting Pre-
mier Calder in reply to Premier Bor-
den’s wire of last Thursday setting
forth the position taken by his cabi:
net towards the claims put forth by
the Scott government.

“To Hon. R. L. Borden, Prime Min-
ister, Ottawa.

“Your télegram of the 18th re-
celved. The government of Saskat-
chewan does not now and never did
consider the resolution of 1908, and
Sir Wilfrid ~ Laurier’s statenvent, re-
ferred to in your telegram, as a final
disposition of its claims for the par-
tition of the Hudson Bay territory.In
point ‘of fact, notwithstanding said
resolution, conferences have been go-
ing on since your government assum-
ed office with other provinces  con-
cerned, thus . showing the rroposed
settlement of 1908 was not consider-
ed final by you.

“T again urge the justice of Sask-
atchewan’s claims upon your couside-
ration as set out in your memorial
and my telegrams. As to the access
given Ontario to Port Nelson, T note
that press despatches state that your
government has declared its inten-
tion to transfer to the western pro-
vinces the public domain within their
respective limits. In that case if
your government has finally decided
not to give effect to our claims set
out in our memorial, at very least
the question of right of way should
he settled now.

“‘Owing to the increase in our popu-
lation and in our grain production
our people have a direct interest in
Hudson Bay ports. Before long it is
likely that several railways will De
puilt to the bay, oneé or more of
which may be state-owned.
