Uprising of Spaniards.

PorrsMouTH, N H July 16,—It has
just leaked out that the Harvard, which
arrived here this morning with 1000
Spanish prisoners abcard, was the scene
of an attempted ‘uprising at the begin-
nig of her voyage rorth, in which sev-
eral of the Dons re:eived their eiernal
quietus at the hands of the guard.
