Admittance to the
Royal Enclosure was 28 shillings,
half that for men and women of
the forces, while {ie general admis-
sion was eight shillings..

On the othier side of the course is
the free section. It's open to the
public but isn't banked like the pay-
ing side and only those nearest the
rail get a glimpse of the racers.

And in the Royal Enclosure men
in cloth caps and women in slacks
mingle with the members of the for-
ces ranging from privates to gener-
als.
