FOREIGNERS ON BRITISH SHIPS,

A Question That Has Caused Some Neart-
buraing, But No Bar Yet.

The report. of the committee ap-
pomted by the Board of Trade to in-
quire into certain questxops aﬁectmg
the mercantile marine has been is-
sued, ‘with the minutes of evidence.
A summary of the report has al-
ready appeared in these columns, but
it may be of interest to refer to the
remarks upon the increasing of em-
ployment of foreigners in British
ships. There were 37,174 foreigners

thirteen years. The committee pro-
poses no bar to their service so long
as they can speak English, while re-
gretting, as might be expected, that
the number of British-born men is
falling off.’ The members of the com-
mittee asked themselves: Is there any |
objection to be felt or apprehension
entertained in view of the undoubted
increase of foreign seamen in the
mercantile marine? As regards the
shipping trade, it appeared to the
committee that there was no appre-
hension to be felt in time of peace.
It is stated that ‘‘the trade is effi-
ciently carried on, and there is no
reason to suppose that the supply of
foreign seamen available will run
short. There appears to be no more
real danger of scarcity of men in the
event of a naval war. It is doubt-

with which we might be at war
would desert their calling, and even
80, the foreign seamen employed are
of so many different nationalities
that the supply would still be suffi-
cient. It is worthy of notice that
Swedes are the most numerous of all
the foreign seamen employed on
March 31, 1901, and that the
Swedes, Norwegians and Danes to-
gether amounted to more than one-
third of the total number of foreign-
ers employed. - It is probable also
that some ships of the mercantile
marine would necessarily be laid up
in time of war, and their crews add-
ed to the number of men available
for employment; and if freights and
wages rose the effect would be to
draw men from shore into sea ems
ployment.”” As to the naval service,
this committee agrees with the one
appointed last year on Naval Re-
serves, that in the event of any
great naval war it would not be
practicable to draw men to any con-
siderable extent from the crews of
the sea-going vessels of the mercan-
tile marine.—London Telegravh.
