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Memorial Service
At Montague

ory of her brother Major A, T,
MacKay, D, 8. O, who died of
wounds in France on October 26,
1018, The service was in charge
of the pastor, Rev. Gordon C.
Pringle who delivered a very im-
pressive sermen, H2 chose as his
text, Nehemiah 4:17, “Everyone
with one of his hands wrought in
the work and with the other held
a weapon.” On these few words
Mr. Pringle was able to construct
a really great sermon that reached
the hearts of his congregation who
were impressed with his sincerity,
his wonderful sympathy and un-
derstanding = of the present day
needs and the past sufferings.

The late Major A. T. MuacKay,
D. 8. O,, was a son of the late Mr.
and Mrs. Donald MacKay of Mon-
tague. When only eighteen years
of age he joined the celebrated
Fourth Regiment, C. A. of this
provh;xc:u as a gunner.
regiment he gained an excellent
{ military training and was imbued
with those high principles of loy-
Ialty to the flag, which ever after-
wards influenced his lifs, In 1904
he was appointed corporal and a
year later he was promoted to ser-
geant. In 1207 he duly qualifiec
for and gained the rank of liev-
tenant. One year later he was ga-
zetted captain of the Montagu
Company of the Fourth Regiment

to the rank of Major.
Immediately aft>r the outbreak
of the war, Major MacKay volun-
teered for overseas service, and in
order to accomplish his going to
war at once, he reverted to the
rank of Captain. He proceeded to
Fredericton, N. B, o1 December 11,
1914 along with ten other of the
brave boys from Montague, who
volunteered with him, and joined
the 26th battery, Field Artillery.
With this battery they proceeded
to England in Feobruary, 1925 and
undergonig the necessary training
there for the front, the battery
was transferred to France in Sep-
tember of the same year. He was
promoted to the former rank' of
Major on the field ot battle and
given command of the 26th bat-
tery. Thus from September, 1913
to October, 1918 Major MacKay
fought on the battle fields of
France, a period of over three
years continuous service, Major
MacKay was mentioned several
times in despatches and won the
Distinguished Service Order.
Major MacKay was a man of
genial disposition who won and
held many friends. After his death

85 stores, 24 warehouses, 36 offices,
30 public buildings (churches, gov-
ernment offices, banks and thea-
tres) and 20 shops (laundry, Bar-
ber, printing, etc.); also 176 gener-
al enquiries regarding possibility of
residential development. i

Some applications, Mr. Gyles said,
came from England, many from the
United States. !

If the port proves its worth, in
the opinion of the director, there
will be no" difficulty in Ileasing
space in the town, which has bheen
surveyed and drawn into districts
to provide for an ultimate popula-
tion of from 5,000 to 6,000 persons.
Present . development, however, pro-
vides for population of only from
600 to 1,000.

This population would be great
enough, Mr. Gyles believes, to fit
their plan for “slow and sure” de-
velopment. It is going to be a
“long, slow” task, he concedes, but
he is confident of its future. Peo-

The government wants the town
development founded on a basis as
sturdy as the rocky townsite. itself.

In proportion to its popu-
lation no country on ea’th pos-
sesses such natural resources and
there is no country more dependent
for its welfare upon export mart-
kets for its surplus commodities.
Chief among Canada's exports are
the products of its farms. The pri-
ces of these expo't products — are
fixed upon the markets of the
world and are absolutely beyond
the control of the Canadian gov-
ernment or the Canadian people.
But the domestic equivalent of
those export prices depends entire-
ly upon exchange.

The reason put forward to justi-
fy increasing the cut on’ “butcher”
hogs was that there were too many
unfinished hogs  being marketed
that were falling #hto that grads
However when, after consulting
with the Dominion Livestock meX
on the matter, we suggested divid-
ing the grade into  finished and
unfinished butchers, continuing
the 50 cent cut on the former and
taking the $1.00 cut on  the less
valuable unfinished stock, we met
with prompt and emphatic refusal.
It is only fair to state that thers
is a greater percentage of unfin-
{shed hogs coming to market tham
there should be. We all know ths
reason, and the farmers viewpoint
there is reason enough, but such
hogs are worth less. They shrink
more and we belleve they repre-
sent a greater loss to the grower
marketed unfinished than tney
would if they.were brought up to
the best market. condition at some
additional and apparently unpro
fitable expense.
